We are indeed delighted to
have you in our midst.

Itis indegd with a great sense of pride | stand before you to present the
landmark achievements of the year in review briefly. The year 2005-06 has
been an exhilarating one for The High Range School.

Scholastic achievements first. HRS continues to maintain a healthy report card in the academicfront. |
am extremely delighted to present the results of the AISSE and AISSCE (CBSE) examinations. But the
marked difference being this year is the quantum increase in the high percenitile scores secured by our
board examinees.

In the AISSCE, class Xl examinations,12 secured distinctions, there were 10 first classes and 1 was
awarded a third class. It was the high fives for the Commerce Dept. as the first five ranks were grabbed by
our Comerce group, V Vishwanathan of Commerce stream topped with 91.2%, (with A1 grades in all the
subjects) Sharanya Balasubramaniam with 88%, Ria Mary with 84.4%, Ezra Kanavalli with 82.2% and
Devi.S with 81.6% came 2™,3° 4" and 5" respectively. Isn't that a creditable performance ladies and
gentlemen? The credit for which goes to Mrs. Amirthavalli, our senior accountacy/business study teacher
and Mr. K Sreenivasan, Vice Principal for these excellent results.

The class X results were equally creditable , out of the 27 candidates, 15 secured distinctions, 12 have
secured 80% and above, there were 11 first class holders and 1 obtained a second. The honours went to
Snekha Dominic who topped with 91.83%, R Sairam with 91.33% came second and Padma Soundarya
with 89.83% was place third. These results are the outcome of the highly professional approach that the
faculty adopts while coaching the board examinees. Full credit goes to them for their commitment and
quality-driven strategies. The supportive role of the parents also merits appreciation in this regard.

We at HRS believe in creating a genuine learning environment at school. The school culture
permeates with an infectious desire not only to learn the academic curiculum but also to participate whole-
heartedly in the gamut of co-curricular events at school.

If one person seriously examines PURA
and leads one village, it is great to imagine the
villages of India prospering where 70% of the
population lives.
Dr. Kalam: Imagination is not enough as you said
leadership also plays a critical role in evolving
certain targets. Well, what do you feel about the
quality of leadership in the country?
Padma: Well, Siritis extremely overwhelming to see
some great leaders serving as excellent role models
to the entire nation. But at the same time there is a
lack of understanding and cooperation in this aspect
also. We see the members of State Legislatures and
Parliament quarrelling everyday. In worst conditions
we see them throwing chairs and fighting with each
other.
